You’re invited to a pot-luck on Sunday,  November 27, 2011 
following the 12:00 noon Mass to meet the new members of 
the Catechumenate.  As  inquirers into the Catholic Faith  
experience an initial conversion and begin to enter into a  
relationship with God in Christ, they publicly declare their  
intention to enter the Church. The Church formally accepts the 
inquirers into her midst as catechumens. This is done at the 
Rite of Acceptance into the order of Catechumens. The Rite of  
Acceptance into the Order of Catechumens is of the utmost  
importance because these individuals are assembling publicly 
for the first time to declare their intention to the Church and 
the Church in turn carrying out its apostolic mission, accepts 
them as persons who intend to become its members. 
 
We also surround with special care and support those baptized 
inquirers as they prepare to be sealed with the gift of the Spirit 
in Confirmation and take their place at the Banquet Table of 
Christ’s sacrifice. Bring a dish and meet in rooms 1101-1103 
following the Mass, and welcome those who want to enter the 
Church.
