FROM OUR PASTOR 
 

Dear Parishioners,  
We began last week a series of writings on the new translation of the Roman 
Missal. Today we fix our attention on the Introductory Rites, and particularly 
on the greeting. Let us remember that the Introductory Rites include everything 
that happens from the moment you stand at the beginning of the Mass until you 
sit down for the first time for the listening of the readings.   

• The Mass begins with a song or an introductory antiphon. The entrance 
song replaces a one-sentence antiphon that appears in the Missal for the 
Mass of the day. The antiphon usually corresponds to a verse in the Bible. 
There will be a new translation for the antiphon.  

• The salutation “the Lord be with you” will now have the response, “and 
with your spirit” (Et cum spiritu tuo). This more adequately reflects the 
Latin text of the Mass and the biblical language of St Paul.  
 
It also more fully expresses an important theological point. When we say, 
“and also with you” in the current translation, one might get the impres-
sion that our response is merely intended to express and exchange of per-
sonal greetings: “May the Lord be with you, too, Father.”  
 
The purpose of this greeting is not just to say “Hello” or “Good morning”, 
but to alert participants that they are entering a sacramental realm and to 
responsibly recollect themselves during this time of prayer. By responding 
“and with your spirit,” we acknowledge the Spirit’s activity through the 
priest during the sacred liturgy.   
 
The expression “The Lord be with you” appears in Judges 6:12, Ruth 2:4, 
Chronicles 15:2 and Luke 1:28. St Paul addressed these words, “And with 
your spirit” to the respective communities, not to one minister (2Tim 
4:22, Gal 6:18, Phil 4:23, Philemon 25).  
 
The meaning of the two parts of this greeting is meant to express the de-
sire for the Holy Spirit’s presence to the entire community. Based on evi-
dence from St. Paul’s letters, the priest line could imply, “The Lord be 
with your spirit,” and the peoples line would then correspond to, “and 
with your spirit.”  

• There will be two other salutations that are similar to the ones already in 
the current translation:  

• The first, “The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God 
and the communion of the Holy Spirit be with you all” is based on 
the final words of St Paul to the Corinthians (2 Cor. 13:13). In the 
new translation the word fellowship is replaced by communion.  

• The other one, “Grace to you and peace from God our Father and 
the Lord Jesus Christ” appears frequently in St Paul’s letters (Rom 
1:7, 1 Cor. 1:3). 

Therefore, as we clearly see, the revised translation aims to root us more deep-
ly in the Scriptures.
