Dear Parishioners,

On this Sunday, we are going to consider the penitential rite. In the new translation of the Roman Missal,
there will be three options for the penitential act:

1. Three acclamations by the priest concluding with “Lord, have mercy,” “Christ, have mercy,” “Lord,
have mercy.” Everyone repeats each final phrase. These responses will not change, but there is a new
translation of the acclamations that introduce them. Ministers have the option of concluding these
acclamations with the original Greek texts, “Kyrie eleison,” “Chiste eleison,” “Kyrie eleison.”

2. The Confiteor (I confess to almighty God). There will be some changes in the new translation: instead
of “I have sinned through my own fault”, we are going to say, “I have greatly sinned”, and after “in
what [ have failed to do”, we are going to say “through my fault, through my fault, through my most
grievous fault: therefore” I ask blessed Mary...

I confess to almighty God, and to you, my I confess to almighty God and to you, my
brothers and sisters, that I have sinned brothers and sisters, that I have greatly sinned

through my own fault in my thoughts and in  in my thought and in my words, in what I

my words, in what I have done, and in what I have done and in what I have failed to do,

have failed to do; and I ask blessed Mary, through my fault, through my fault, through

ever virgin, all the angels and saints, and you, my most grievous fault; therefore, I ask

my brothers and sisters, to pray for me to the  blessed Mary, ever-Virgin, all the Angels and

Lord, our God. Saints, and you, my brothers and sisters, to
prayfor me to the Lord our God.

The phrase “I have greatly sinned” striking our breast at “through my fault” and adding “through my
most grievous fault,” all make it look as though we are a lot more sinful now than we use to be. How-
ever, the intention is to have a closer translation to Latin, not a critique of our virtue. It helps us to
cultivate a more humble, sorrowful attitude toward God as we confess our sins. The Confiteor con-
cludes with “Lord, have mercy,” or “Kyrie, eleison.”

3. This option has not been used very much.
The first phrases come from Baruch 3:2, the second comes from Psalm 85:8.
Before the penitential act concludes, the priest proclaims an absolution (this should not be confused with
the sacramental absolution). The new translation is slightly different from what we hear today: “May al-
mighty God have mercy on us and lead us, with our sins forgiven, to eternal life.” Your response is the
same: “Amen.”
