Dear Friends, 

I hope you remember, but this past year we celebrated an 
extraordinary jubilee year in honor of St. Joseph.  I hope 
you remember that yesterday (depending upon when you 
read this) we celebrated the solemnity of St. Joseph, 
husband of the Blessed Virgin Mary.  I would like to 
emphasize the “I hope you remember” part, because it’s 
easy to forget.  Take Lent for example, it’s easy for us to 
begin it and immerse ourselves in it and then, forget. 

I think here is where St. Joseph’s example is VERY 
important.  His example is perfect for the days, the weeks, 
and the years that are not explicitly dedicated to him.  What 
do I mean by that?  St. Joseph excels in fidelity and 
perseverance in a way that is unassuming, that is silent, and I 
would say ordinary.  Or as St. John Paul II puts it, St. 
Joseph had a “humble [and] mature way of serving and of 
“taking part” in the plan of salvation.” (St. John Paul II, 
Redemptor Custos, n. 1) 

Think about it.  His involvement in the plan of salvation 
began with a dream where Joseph was told, “to take Mary 
your wife into your home. For it is through the holy Spirit 
that this child has been conceived in her.  She will bear a 
son and you are to name him Jesus, because he will save his 
people from their sins.” (Mt 1:21) 

I would like to think that there was some nervousness, 
excitement, and hopeful anticipation within St. Joseph – 
how could there not be?  Something similar to what I was 
describing before, we go through these moments of grace 
and reach the “end” and have this anticipation that 
everything will change and be different on the other side.  
What we meet, however, is daily life – back to normal, i.e., 
the ordinary.  Here is where the maturity of St. Joseph is so 
valuable.  He was incredibly steady and faithful to fulfilling 
the ordinary tasks assigned to him. 

He took steps to help Mary get through the pregnancy by 
taking her into your home.  He was faithful through the 
weariness and suffering endured finding no shelter at the 
inn of Bethlehem.  He fled to Egypt and remaining there 
while Jesus was being sought by enemies.  He brought them 
back to his own country, when ordered to do so.  He then 
lived and worked as a carpenter as a family with Mary and 
Jesus. 

He just kept moving forward.  He was not taken up by the 
highs and down by the lows.  Indeed, he was humble and 
mature in his involvement in the plan of salvation.  It is 
evident that he was not easily upset, as he maintained a 
background of serenity of the supernatural order, even 

when he is loaded with real and weighty matters. 

His perseverance in sanctifying the different steps that were 
involved in his participation were based on the three salient 
qualities that St. John Paul II pointed out in his exhortation 
titled Redemptoris Custos: justice, sanctification of daily life, the 
primacy of the interior life. 

A Just Man 

He was a just man concerning all of his responsibilities.  He 
was a just son of God, a just husband, and a just foster-
father.   And this first "doing" became the beginning of 
"Joseph's way." The Gospels do not record any word ever 
spoken by Joseph along that way. But the silence of Joseph 
has its own special eloquence, for thanks to that silence we 
can understand the truth of the Gospel's judgment that he 
was "a just man" (Mt 1:19). 

Sanctify the Moment 

What is crucially important here is the sanctification of daily 
life, a sanctification which each person must acquire 
according to his or her own state, and one which can be 
promoted according to a model accessible to all people: "St. 
Joseph is the model of those humble ones that Christianity 
raises up to great destinies;...he is the proof that in order to 
be a good and genuine follower of Christ, there is no need 
of great things-it is enough to have the common, simple and 
human virtues, but they need to be true and authentic."(36) 

Primacy of the Interior Life 

The same aura of silence that envelops everything else about 
Joseph also shrouds his work as a carpenter in the house of 
Nazareth. It is, however, a silence that reveals in a special 
way the inner portrait of the man.  This submission to God, 
this readiness of will to dedicate oneself to all that serves 
him, is really nothing less than that exercise of devotion 
which constitutes one expression of the virtue of religion. 

I would like to conclude with a short prayer: 

Dear St. Joseph foster father of our divine Redeemer and spouse of our 
holy Mother Mary, you lived with them and toiled for them 
through all the years of the hidden life and you died in 
their arms. By the love you bear to them and the love 
they bear to you, pray for us always and guard us. 
Obtain for us, O patron of a happy death, the grace to live and die in 
God’s love and favor that we may spend our eternity with Jesus and 
Mary and with you, O dear St. Joseph. Amen.

OLIVE WOOD RELIGIOUS ITEMS 

The Stations of the Cross are a 14-step Catholic devotion 
that commemorates Jesus Christ’s last day on Earth as a 
man. The 14 devotions, or stations, focus on specific events 
of His last day, beginning with His condemnation. The 
stations are commonly used as a mini pilgrimage as the 
individual moves from station to station. At each station, 
the individual recalls and meditates on a specific event from 
Christ’s last day. Specific prayers are recited, then the 
individual moves to the next station until all 14 are 
complete. 

The Stations of the Cross are commonly found in churches 
as a series of 14 small icons or images. They can also appear 
in church yards arranged along paths. The stations are most 
commonly prayed during Lent on Wednesdays and Fridays, 
and especially on Good Friday, the day of the year upon 
which the events actually occurred. 

Join the parish every Friday in Lent with the Stations of 
the Cross starting at 7pm.

 No changes can be made once the requests have been 

placed into the calendar. 
 No holds or reservations will be accepted. No exceptions 

can be made. 

 

How To Request Mass using the Online Portal 

In order to request a Mass Intention, please carefully follow 
the steps written on the page and also in further detail on our 
website page: bit.ly/olop-mass-requests 

 Go to our online portal 

 Choose a Mass time to request. If you don’t see a time 
listed, it is not available and a pending/approved request 
was already made. 

 Enter in all the details for the Mass request. Each 
individual Mass intention may only have up to 2 names 
with a limit of 30 characters (including spaces) per Mass 
request.  

 Choose only one intention option to add onto the  
name(s) (see table below) 

 Submit your Mass request. This removes the time slot 
from the calendar, which prevents duplicate requests. 

 Clicking “Donate Now” will take you to our online 
Donation portal. You can also donate in person at the 
office or by mail. If you are donating by mail, please 
include your name, intention information, and phone 
number. 

 Once the request is received, our staff will double check 
for availability. Until the intention request is finalized by 
a confirmation reply email, the intention is not 
considered entered in the calendar. You will receive a call 
if there are any time conflicts or changes needed.
